About Movie Parties in the Park
Movie Parties in the Park are free community events that take place three times 
per summer. Average attendance is 400 – 500 per movie night. Movie parties are 
most often held at Forest Field or Yankee Parks. Both community parks feature 
popular playgrounds, clean restrooms, athletic fields, large group picnic shelters 
and parking lots large enough to accommodate all attendees.

Movie parties begin with themed crafts, food trucks, snacks, themed games and 
more, all depending upon the movie being shown that evening. When the sun 
sets, the movie begins on a large inflatable movie screen.
